Making & Confirming Predictions
Define “prediction.” (something that hasn’t happened yet, but we think will happen)
Discuss:


Why is it important to make predictions? (It provides a focus for 


reading.)


When do we make predictions? (We do this before reading a “chunk” 


of text.)

Procedure:


Before reading:



 Read the title and examine any initial pictures.



Think: What do I know? (prior or background knowledge)



What do I think will happen next?



Why do I think this?     



 
(What clues help me think this?)

Read a “chunk” of text. (During reading, think about the prediction.)


(The amount of text depends on the level of the children and the  

difficulty of the text.)


After reading the “chunk” of text:



Confirm or check the predictions by asking: 




Were my predictions correct?




How do I know this?  (Re-read to prove whether or not 




the predictions are correct, and find the proof in 




the text.)
